If you are not certain whether any obstructions exist behind the
desired mounting area, you should start by cutting a small hole in
the center of your penciled mounting hole with a drywall saw.

With access to the four screws
holding the speaker to the mounting bracket loosen them as
needed to allow space for the drywall. Next, with the terminals
STEP 2 at the bottom of the speaker, slide the top part of the
mounting bracket into the opening and up behind the drywall.
Run the cable into the cut out location while leaving an extra two (See Diagram 3) Then slide the bottom of the metal bracket
feet to make the connection to the speaker easier. Strip back into the opening. The speaker will be flush against the wall.

Tighten the four mounting screws with the same amount of force until
the speaker is aligned and held securely to the wall surface. Caution:
do not over tighten! (See Diagram 4)

Note: The speakers wire should be about the same length. if
one speaker is placed closer to the amplifier the other, hide the
excess wire behind the wall

Note: Speaker terminals have corresponding (+) and (-) terminals. It is
important to connect both speakers in phase. Out of phase will result in
thin sound and weak bass. (See Diagram 5)

Amplifier Consideration

Not all receivers/amplifiers can safely operate 2 pairs of speakers at the
same time. It is important that the amplifier or receiver’s output wattage is
comparable to the speaker’s power handling. Please refer to your owner’s
manual for reference.

When connecting any speakers to the amplifier or receiver, make sure
the power is off. Locate the connection terminals on the back of your
receiver or amplifier, and make sure to connect from the audio outs
to the back of your receiver or amplifier to the speakers.
